   School starts at 9:00am and it is most important that 
all students are here ready to start their learning at this 
time.   The 9 - 9:30am part of the school day is VERY 
important.   During this time instructions for the dayôs 
learning are given, routines are set up and the class 
spends time together building positive relationships.   If 
your child is 10 minutes late each day they miss almost 
a block of learning over a week and this is a real 
disadvantage for them.   They are also ñbehind the 
eight-ballò on what is happening that day and will find it 
hard to slot in and catch up.    Being at school by 
quarter to 9 is even better as it gives the students the 
chance to greet their teacher and friends and get ready 
for their day of learning.    Lateness to school is 
carefully monitored as it is a factor that affects school 
achievement.

CAMP 2020 - OKATAINA  

 

Our camp this year is in week 7, March 17th - 20th 
and we are heading off for 4 days of adventure to Lake 
Okataina (near Rotorua). 
Attending camp is a privilege and students who do not 
meet school behaviour expectations in the weeks 
before will not be allowed to attend.   It is vital that 
students are able to follow instructions while on camp 
for the safety of all participants.   Students have been 
told this at school but please take the time to remind 
them at home also.   All Yrs 5 and 6 students who 
meet school behaviour expectations are eligible to 
attend.     We have an exciting week of activities 
planned including kayaking, swimming, biscuiting, 
bush walks, a visit to a maze and lots more. 
The cost for camp is heavily subsidized by the school 
this year, and therefore we have set the camp 
donation at $80 per child (if more than one child from 
your family is attending the cost will be reduced to $60 
each).    
The fee will include all accommodation, all food over 
the four days, kayak hire, the bus hire and entrance 
fees to all attractions.
